50 And when Ba“dl-ha‘nan was dead, Ha’dad reigned in his
stead: and the name of his city was Pa“i; and his wife’s name was
Mé-hét’a-bél, the daughter of Ma‘tréd, the daughter of
Mé-‘zd-hab.
51 { Ha‘ddd died also. And the dukes of E‘dom were; duke
Tim‘nih, duke Al4i-3h, duke J&Zthéth,
52 Duke A-hgl-1-bdZm3h, duke E“l3h, duke PiZndn,
53 Duke Ké‘niz, duke Té‘man, duke MibZzir,
54 Duke Mag-di-&l, duke “rim.

16 Whose sisters were Z&r-u-i‘dh, and Ab%-gail. And the sons of
Z8r-ii-i2ah; Ab4-shai, andjo ’3b, and As?3-hél, three.

23 And he took G&Zshur, and ArZdm, with the towns of Ja“ir
from them, with Ké’nith, and the towns thereof, even
threescore cities.

6 And Na‘i-rdh bare him A-hii‘zim, and Hé’phér, and
Té‘mé-ni, and Ha-a-h3sh’td-ri. These were the sons of
Na‘d-rah.
7 And the sons of Hé‘ldh were, Z&réth, and Jé-zodr, and
EthZnin.
8 And Coz begat A’nlib, and Z5-bé‘bidh, and the families of
A-hirhél the son of Har“tim.
9 q And Ja‘béz was more honourable than his brethren: and his
mother called his name Ja‘béz, saying, Because I bare him with
SOITOW.
10 And Ja‘béz called on the God of 15 ra-¢l, saying, Oh that thou
wouldest bless me indeed, and enlarge my coast, and that thine
hand might be with me, and that thou wouldest keep me from
evil, that it may not grieve me! And God granted him that
which he requested.
11 9 And Ché’ltb the brother of Shi?dh begat Mé&-‘hir, which
was the father of Esh’tdn.
12And Esh’tdn begat Bé&th-ra‘phd, and Pi-seédh, and
Té-hin’nih the father of Ir-na‘hish. These are the men of
RéZchah. N
13 And the sons of K&‘niz: OthZni-&l, and S&-rai‘ih: and the
sons of Othni-&l; Ha-thath. .
14 And Mé-6°n6-thai begat Oph‘rih: and Sé-rai‘dh begat J5°4b,
the father of the valley of Cha-ri‘shim; for they were
craftsmen. B
15 And the sons of CaZléb the son of Jé-phﬁninéh; I‘r(y, E413h,
and NaZam: and the sons of E 13h, even Ké‘niz.
16 And the sons of Jé-hal-¢- -leel; Ziph, and ZiphZah, Ti‘ri-4, and
Ks’4-reel.
17 And the sons of Ez’ra were, Jé“thér, and Mé“réd, and E‘phér,
and Ja“lon: and she bare Miri-dm, and Shaim?ma-i, and Ish’bih
the father of Esh-té-ma-a.
18 And his wife Jé-ht-di‘jdh bare Jé‘réd the father of GeZdér,
and He’bér the father of S6-chd, and J&-kii‘thi-&l the father of
Z3-no%ah. And these are the sons of Bithi-ih the daughter of
Phar-‘ach, which Mé-‘réd took.
19 And the sons of his wife Ho-di‘dh the sister of Na‘hdm, the
father of Ké-i“lih the Gir‘mite, and Esh-t&-mdZd the
Ma-ach’a-thite.
20 And the sons of Shi‘mdn were, Am‘ndn, and Rin’nih, Bén-
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haZnin, and TiZlén. And the sons of IshZi were, Zo‘héth, and
Bén-zo’héth.
21 q The sons of Shé“lsh the son of JidZsh were, Er the father of
Lé-cdh, and La‘a-dah the father of M3-réZshih, and the families
of the house of them that wrought fine linen, of the house of
Ash-b&‘a,
22 And Jo’kim, and the men of Cho-zé‘bd, and Joash, and
SarZdph, who had the dominion in M&%ib, and Ji-shii‘bi-
1ehém. And these are ancient things.
23 These were the potters, and those that dwelt among plants
and hedges: there they dwelt with the king for his work.
24 4 The sons of Sim‘&-on were, Ném-ii-&l, and Ja‘min, Jar-ib,
Z&%rah, and ShaZul:
25 Shal‘lim his son, MibZsdm his son, Mish‘m3 his son.
26 And the sons of Mish‘ma; HamZa-8&l his son, ZacZchur his

27 And ShimZé-1 had sixteen sons and six daughters; but his
brethren had not many children, neither did all their family
multiply, like to the chlldren of Jid‘ah.
28 And they dwelt at Beer-shé‘ba, and M-1a“dih, and Ha‘zir-
shii“al,
29 And at Bil‘hih, and at E2zém, and at To-14d,
30 And at Bé-thui“él, and at Hor‘mah, and at Zik‘lag,
31 And at B&th-mirZca-both, and Ha‘zir-si’sim, and at Béth-
birZé-i, and at Sha-d-ra‘im. These were their cities unto the
reign of Da‘vid.
32 And their villages were, E‘tdm, and A‘in, Rim‘mon, and
To%chén, and AshZan, five cities:
33 And all their villages that were round about the same cities,
unto Ba“al. These were their habitations, and their genealogy.
34 And Mé&-sho‘bab, and Jam-léch, and Jo‘shdh the son of
Am-3-zi3h,
35 And J6°¢l, and Jé-hii the son of J&s-i-bi-ah, the son of
S&-rai“dh, the son of As“i-&, =N
36 A/r\ld El-i-6-8nai, and Ja-a-koZbih, and Jésh/—\é—hai—'éh, and
A-sai’ah, and Ad‘i-él, and J&-sim-i-&l, and Bé-naiih,
37 And Zi‘za the son of Shi‘phi, the son of Al“lon, the son of
j&-daizgh, the son of Shim?ri, the son of Shém-aizgh;
38 These mentioned by their names were princes in their
families: and the house of their fathers increased greatly.
39 9 And they went to the entrance of G&*dér, even unto the
east side of the valley, to seek pasture for their flocks.
40 And they found fat pasture and good, and the land was wide,
and quiet, and peaceable; for they of Him had dwelt there of
old.
41 And these written by name came in the days of Héz-é-ki‘dh
king of J(id“dh, and smote their tents, and the habitations that
were found there, and destroyed them utterly unto this day,
and dwelt in their rooms: because there was pasture there for
their flocks.
42 And some of them, even of the sons of Sim“é-on, five hundred
men, went to mount S&-ir, having for their captains P&l-a-ti-dh,
and Né-#-rizah, and R&-phaiZah, and UzZzi-8, the sons of TshL.
43 And they smote the rest of the A-mil‘gk-ites that were
escaped, and dwelt there unto this day.

7 And his brethren by their families, when the genealogy of

9 And eastward he inhabited unto the entering in of the

were multiplied in the land of Gil“é-ad.

10 And in the days of Saul they made war with the HigZa-rites,

who fell by their hand: and they dwelt in their tents through-
out all the east land of Gil‘&-ad.

11 9 And the children of Gid dwelt over against them, in the

land of Ba‘shin unto Sil‘chah:

12J68] the chief, and Sha‘pham the next, and Ja‘d-nai, and
Sha’phit in Ba‘shan.

13 And their brethren of the house of their fathers were,
Mi‘cha-él, and Mé&-shul‘ldim, and Shé‘ba, and Jora-i, and
Ja‘chin, and 7“4, and H&Zbér, seven.

4 U’thai the son of AmZmi-hiid, the son of Om-ri, the son of
ImZri, the son of Bani, of the children of PharZ&z the son of
JadZah. -
5 And of the Shi‘l-nites; A—saiiéb the firstborn, and his sons.
6 And of the sons of Z&‘rih; Jeu?él, and their brethren, six
hundred and ninety.
7 And of the sons of BénZja-min; Sal-1i the son of Mé-shiillam,
the son of @—dé—viiéh, the son of Has-8-nu‘ah,
8 And Ib-neiZih the son of Jé-r6‘him, and EZl3h the son of
UzZzi, the son of Mich‘ri, and Mé&-shiillim the son of
Shéph-a-thiZih, the son of ReuZ&l, the son of Ib-ni%jh;
9 And their brethren, according to their generations, nine
hundred and fifty and six. All these men were chief of the
fathers in the house of their fathers. _
10 9 And of the priests; Jé-dai“ah, and Jé-hoi“d-rib, and Ja‘chin,
11 And Az-3-ri%3h the son of Hil- ki“dh, the son of Mé-shtil- Tam,
the son of ZaZdsk, the son of Mé-raiZoth, the son of A-hiZtiib,
the ruler of /t\he house of God;
12 And A dai h the son of J&é-ro- ham the son ofPésh'L’lr the

ah were, PithZon, and MéZléch, and

Jah‘ze- rah the son of Mé- shul lam the son of Me Shll 1&-mith,
the son of Im“mér;

13 And their brethren, heads of the house of their fathers, a
thousand and seven hundred and threescore; very able men for
the work of the service of the house of God.

14 And of the LeZvites; Shém-aiZdh the son of His shiib, the son
of Az-ri‘kdm, the son of Hish-3-biZh, of the sons of Mé-rar-;
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15 And Bak-bak-kir, Hé‘résh, and Ga‘lal, and Mat-ta-ni‘dh the
son of Mi“cah, the son of Zich“ri, the son of A“sdph;

16 And O-ba-diZsh the son of Shém-aiZgh, the son of Ga“lil, the
son of J&-dii‘thiin, and Bér-e-chi‘dh the son of AZs3, the son of
El-ka’nah, that dwelt in the villages of the N&-t&phZa-thites.
17 And the porters were, Shil“ltim, and Ak’kiib, and Tal‘mdn,
and A-hiZmin, and their brethren: ShilZliim was the chief;

18 Who hitherto waited in the king’s gate eastward: they were
porters in the companies of the children of L&*vi.

19 And Shal‘lum the son of K6r-g, the son of E-bi‘d-sdph, the
son of Kor<dh, and his brethren, of the house of his father, the
Kor“d-hites, were over the work of the service, keepers of the
gates of the tabernacle: and their fathers, being over the host of
the LORD, were keepers of the entry.

20 And Phin’&-his the son of El-6-a‘zir was the ruler over them
in time past, and the LORD was with him.

21 And Zé&ch-3-ri‘dh the son of Mé-shél-&-mi‘dh was porter of
the door of the tabernacle of the congregation.

22 All these which were chosen to be porters in the gates were
two hundred and twelve. These were reckoned by their
genealogy in their villages, whom Da‘vid and Sim-t-&l the seer
did ordain in their set office.

23 So they and their children had the oversight of the gates of
the house of the LorD, namely, the house of the tabernacle, by
wards.

24 In four quarters were the porters, toward the east, west,
north, and south.

25 And their brethren, which were in their villages, were to come
after seven days from time to time with them.

26 For these Lévites, the four chief porters, were in their set
office, and were over the chambers and treasuries of the house
of God.

27 9 And they lodged round about the house of God, because
the charge was upon them, and the opening thereof every
morning pertained to them.

28 And certain of them had the charge of the ministering
vessels, that they should bring them in and out by tale.

29 Some of them also were appointed to oversee the vessels, and
all the instruments of the sanctuary, and the fine flour, and the
wine, and the oil, and the frankincense, and the spices.

30 And some of the sons of the priests made the ointment of the
spices.

31 And Mat-ti-thiZdh, one of the L&Zvites, who was the firstborn
of Shalltim the K6r 3-hite, had the set office over the things
that were made in the pans.

32 And other of their brethren, of the sons of the Ko‘hath-ites,
were over the shewbread, to prepare it every sabbath.

33 And these are the singers, chief of the fathers of the L&*vites,
who remaining in the chambers were free: for they were
employed in that work day and night.

34 These chief fathers of the L&*vites were chief throughout
their generations; these dwelt at J&-ri‘s3-1ém.

35 And in Gib‘&-on dwelt the father of Gib‘&-on, Jé-hi-él,
whose wife’s name was Ma“a-chih:

36 And his firstborn son AbZd8n, then Zur, and Kish, and Bail,
and Nér, and NaZdab,

37 And G&“dér, and A-hi5, and Z&ch-3-ri‘ah, and Mik‘I6th.

38 And Mik-loth begat Shim‘é-dm. And they also dwelt with
their brethren at J&-r(i*sd-1ém, over against their brethren.

39 And Nér begat Kish; and Kish begat saul; and Saul begat
J8nZa-thin, and Milichi-sh(%3, and A-bin‘a-dib, and Esh-
ba‘al.

40 And the son of Jon?3-thdn was Mér‘ib-ba‘dl: and Mér-ib-
baZil begat Mi‘cah.
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41 And the sons of Mi‘cdh were, PithZ6n, and Mé&‘l&ch, and
Tah’ré-3, and Ahdz.
42 And A’hiz begat Jar‘dh; and Jar‘sh begat Al2&-méth, and
Az-ma‘véth, and Zim?ri; and ZimZri begat Mo2z3;
43 And Mo°z4 begat Bi‘né-4; and Ré-phai‘dh his son, El-e-a‘sih
his son, AZz&l his son.
44 And AZz&] had six sons, whose names are these, Az-rizkim,
BoZché-ri, and Ish?ma-&l, and Shé-3-ri‘dh, and 0-bi-diZgh, and
Ha’nan: these were the sons of AZz8l.
CHAPTER 10

NOW the Philfs-tines fought against 1§°ra-¢l; and the men

of 1s“ra-&l fled from before the Philis-tines, and fell down
slain in mount Gil-bo‘a. R
2 And the Phil4is-tines followed hard after Saul, and after his
sons; and the Phil4is-tines slew Jc‘m’é—thén, and A-binZi-dib,
and Mil“chi-sh(i’4, the sons of Saul.
3 And the battle went sore against Saul, and the archers hit
him, and he was wounded of the archers.
4 Then said Saul to his armourbearer, Draw thy sword, and
thrust me through therewith; lest these uncircumcised come
and abuse me. But his armourbearer would not; for he was sore
afraid. So Saul took a sword, and fell upon it.
5 And when his armourbearer saw that Saul was dead, he fell
11kew1s/e\ on the sword, and died.
6 So Saul died, and his three sons, and all his house died
together.
7 And when all the men of 15ra-&l that were in the valley saw
that they fled, and that Saul and his sons were dead, then they
forsook their cities, and fled: and the Phil‘is-tine$ came and
dwelt in them.
8 9 And it came to pass on the morrow, when the Phil‘is-tines
came to strip the slain, that they found Saul and his sons fallen
in mount Gil-bo-4.
9 And when they had stripped him, they took his head, and his
armour, and sent into the land of the Phil‘is-tines$ round about,
to carry tidings unto their idols, and to the people.
10 And they put his armour in the house of their gods, and
fastened his head in the temple of Da“gdn.
119And when all Ja‘ besh gil’8-4d heard all that the
Phil“is-tine$ had done to Saul,
12 They arose, all the valiant men, and took away the body of
saul, and the bodies of his sons, and brought them to Ja‘bésh,
and buried their bones under the oak in Ja‘bésh, and fasted
seven days.
13 9 So Saul died for his transgression which he committed
against the LORD, even against the word of the LorD, which he
kept not, and also for asking counsel of one that had a familiar
spirit, to inquire of it;
14 And inquired not of the LorD: therefore he slew him, and
turned the kingdom unto Da“vid the son of J&s‘sé.

CHAPTER 11

HEN all 18‘ra-él gathered themselves to Da‘vid unto

H&-bron, saying, Behold, we are thy bone and thy flesh.
2 And moreover in time past, even when Saul was king, thou
wast he that leddest out and broughtest in 1$‘ra-&l: and the
LorD thy God said unto thee, Thou shalt feed my people
1$%ra-¢l, and thou shalt be ruler over my people I$‘ra-¢l.
3 Therefore came all the elders of 13ra-&l to the king to
HéZbrén; and DaZvid made a covenant with them in HéZbron
before the LorD; and they anointed Da‘vid king over 1§‘ra-¢l,
according to the word of the LorRD by Sdm-“a-&l.
4 q And Da‘vid and all 1$‘ra-é&l went to Jé-r(i’s3-1ém, which is
Jé“biis; where the Jéb--sites were, the inhabitants of the land.
5 And the inhabitants of JéZbiis said to Da‘vid, Thou shalt not

come hither. Nevertheless Da‘vid took the castle of Zi‘on,
which is the city of Da‘vid.

6 And Da‘vid said, Whosoever smiteth the Jéb G-sites first shall
be chief and captain. So J6%db the son of Zér-u-i2adh went first
up, and was chief,

7 And Da’vid dwelt in the castle; therefore they called it the
city of Da‘vid.

8 And he built the city round about, even from Mill6 round
about: and J6-db repaired the rest of the city.

9 So Da‘vid waxed greater and greater: for the LORD of hosts
was with him.

10 9 These also are the chief of the mighty men whom Da‘vid
had, who strengthened themselves with him in his kingdom,
and with all 1§‘ra-gl, to make him king, according to the word
of the LORD concerning 1§‘ra-¢l.

11 And this is the number of the mighty men whom Da‘vid had,;
Ja-shob’é-am, an Hach’mo-nite, the chief of the captains: he
lifted up his spear against three hundred slain by him at one
time.

12 And after him was El-&-3Zzér the son of D5%d6, the A-hoZhite,
who was one of the three mighties.

13 He was with DaZvid at Pas-damZmim, and there the
Phil‘is-tines were gathered together to battle, where was a
parcel of ground full of barley; and the people fled from before
the Phil“is-tines.

14 And they set themselves in the midst of that parcel, and
delivered it, and slew the Phil‘is-tines$; and the LoRD saved them
by a great deliverance.

15 9 Now three of the thirty captains went down to the rock to
Da’vid, into the cave of A-diilZlim; and the host of the
Phil“is-tine$ encamped in the valley of Réph‘a-im.

16 And DaZvid was then in the hold, and the Phil4is-tines’
garrison was then at B&thZlé-hém.

17 And Da‘vid longed, and said, Oh that one would give me
drink of the water of the well of BéthZlé-hém, that is at the
gate!

18 And the three brake through the host of the Phil‘is-tines,
and drew water out of the well of B&thZl&-hém, that was by the
gate, and took it, and brought it to Da“vid: but Da‘vid would not
drink of it, but poured it out to the LORD,

19 And said, My God forbid it me, that I should do this thing:
shall I drink the blood of these men that have put their lives in
jeopardy? for with the jeopardy of their lives they brought it.
Therefore he would not drink it. These things did these three
mightiest.

209 And AbZi-shai the brother of Jo%4b, he was chief of the
three: for lifting up his spear against three hundred, he slew
them, and had a name among the three.

21 Of the three, he was more honourable than the two; for he
was their captain: howbeit he attained not to the first three.

22 Bé-nai- aizgh the son of J&-hoiZ4-d4, the son of a valiant man of
Kib-zeel, who had done many acts; he slew two lionlike men of
Mo-“ab: also he went down and slew a lion in a pit in a snowy
day.

23 And he slew an E-gyp“tTin, a man of great stature, five cubits
high; and in the E-gyp-ttan’s hand was a spear like a weaver’s
beam; and he went down to him with a staff, and plucked the
spear out of the E-gyp tidn’s hand, and slew him with his own
spear.

24 These things did B&-naiZsh the son of J&-hoiZ3-d4, and had
the name among the three mighties.

25 Behold, he was honourable among the thirty, but attained
not to the first three: and Da‘vid set him over his guard.

26 Q Also the valiant men of the armies were, As?3-hél the



brother of J6%4b, El-ha‘nin the son of D52d6 of BéthZ18-hém,
27 Sham?moth the HarZo-rite, HeZ18z the P&éZl5-nite,
28 Ird the son of Ik’késh the Te&-ko<te, AZbi-&2zér the
An’t6-thite,
29 Sib’bé-cai the Hiish“a-thite, 1“1a- the A-h6-hite,
30 Ma‘ha-rai the Né-tdph-a-thite, He‘l&d the son of Ba‘d-nih
the Né-toph-a-thite,
311-tha‘i the son of Ri-ba‘1 of Gib“é-ah, that pertained to the
children of B&n%ji-min, B&-naiZih the Pi-ra‘thdn-ite,
32 Hii-ra‘i of the brooks of GaZash, A-biZél the Ar‘ba-thite,
33 Az-ma‘véth  the Ba-hi-r(i‘mite, E-li-dh’bi
Sha-il-bo nite,
34 The sons of Hish’&m the Gi‘zdn-ite, Jon d-thdn the son of

CHAPTER 12

Now these are they that came to Da-vid to Zik-ldg, while he

yet kept himself close because of Saul the son of Kish: and
they were among the mighty men, helpers of the war.
2 They were armed with bows, and could use both the right
hand and the left in hurling stones and shooting arrows out of a
bow, even of Saul’s brethren of Bén%ji-min.
3 The chief was A-hi-82z8r, then JoZdsh, the sons of Shém’a-h
the GibZ8-a-thite; and Jé’zi-él, and Pe&‘lét, the sons of
Az-ma‘véth; and Bé-ra‘chih, and Jé“hii the An‘to-thite,
4 And Ts-mai’ih the GibZé-on-ite, a mighty man among the
thirty, and over the thirty; and Jér--mi‘dh, and Ja-ha‘zi-él, and
Jo-ha‘ndn, and J6s“d@-bad the G&-dé-ra-thite,
5 E-1t%zai, and Jéri-moth, and Bé-3-1i%dh, and Shém-3-ri‘dh,
and Shéph-a-t1dh the Ha-ri-phite,
6 El-ka‘nah, and Jé-sizgh, and AzZ4-reel, and J5-&2zér, and
Ja-shob’é-am, the Kor-hites,
7 And Jo-€lah, and ze&b-a-di‘ah, the sons of J&-ro6‘hdm of
Ge*dér.
8 And of the Gad-ites there separated themselves unto Da‘vid
into the hold to the wilderness men of might, and men of war
fit for the battle, that could handle shield and buckler, whose
faces were like the faces of lions, and were as swift as the roes
upon the mountains;
9 EZz8r the first, 0-b3-di‘dh the second, E-1iZab the third,
10 Mish-man‘nah the fourth, Jér-é-mi‘ah the fifth,
11 At’ta-i the sixth, E-li‘él the seventh,
12]6-ha’nin the eighth, El-za‘bid the ninth,
13 Jér-&-miZah the tenth, Mach-ba‘nai the eleventh.
14 These were of the sons of Gad, captains of the host: one of the

the
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least was over an hundred, and the greatest over a thousand.
15 These are they that went over Jorddn in the first month,
when it had overflown all his banks; and they put to flight all
them of the valleys, both toward the east, and toward the west.
16 And there came of the children of BénZjad-min and Jid“dh to
the hold unto DaZvid.

17 And DaZvid went out to meet them, and answered and said
unto them, If ye be come peaceably unto me to help me, mine
heart shall be knit unto you: but if ye be come to betray me to
mine enemies, seeing there is no wrong in mine hands, the God
of our fathers look thereon, and rebuke it.

18 Then the spirit came upon A-ma-sai, who was chief of the
captains, and he said, Thine are we, Da“vid, and on thy side, thou
son of J&s’sé: peace, peace be unto thee, and peace be to thine
helpers; for thy God helpeth thee. Then Da‘vid received them,
and made them captains of the band.

19 And there fell some of Mé—nésﬁéh to Da‘vid, when he came
with the Phil“is-tines$ against Saul to battle: but they helped
them not: for the lords of the Phil“is-tines upon advisement
sent him away, saying, He will fall to his master Saul to the
Jjeopardy of our heads.

20 As he went to Zik‘ldg, there fell to him of Ma-nds’seh,
Ad‘nah, and J6z‘a-bad, and J&d-i-a“¢l, and Mi‘cha-&l, and
J6z/4-bad, and E-li‘hii, and Zil‘thai, captains of the thousands
that were of Ma-nasseh.

21 And they helped Da‘vid against the band of the rovers: for
they were all mighty men of valour, and were captains in the
host.

22 For at that time day by day there came to Da‘vid to help him,
until it was a great host, like the host of God.

23 q And these are the numbers of the bands that were ready
armed to the war, and came to David to HeZbrdn, to turn the
kingdom of Saul to him, according to the word of the LORD.

24 The children of J(id“ah that bare shield and spear were six
thousand and eight hundred, ready armed to the war.

25 Of the children of Sim‘&-on, mighty men of valour for the
war, seven thousand and one hundred.

26 Of the children of L&“vi four thousand and six hundred.

27 And J&-hoi‘d-d3 was the leader of the Aa‘ron-ites, and with
him were three thousand and seven hundred;

28 And Za’dok, a young man mighty of valour, and of his
father’s house twenty and two captains.

29 And of the children of Bén‘ji-mn, the kindred of Saul, three
thousand: for hitherto the greatest part of them had kept the
ward of the house of Saul.

30 And of the children of E‘phrd-im twenty thousand and eight
hundred, mighty men of valour, famous throughout the house
of their fathers,

31 And of the half tribe of Mad-nds’séh eighteen thousand,
which were expressed by name, to come and make Da‘vid king.
32 And of the children of Is’si-chir, which were men that had
understanding of the times, to know what 1$‘ra-&l ought to do;
the heads of them were two hundred; and all their brethren
were at their commandment.

33 Of Z&-bu’llin, such as went forth to battle, expert in war,
with all instruments of war, fifty thousand, which could keep
rank: they were not of double heart.

34 And of Ndph‘ta-li a thousand captains, and with them with
shield and spear thirty and seven thousand.

35 And of the Dan‘ites expert in war twenty and eight thousand
and six hundred.

36 And of Ash&r, such as went forth to battle, expert in war,
forty thousand. R

37 And on the other side of JérZdan, of the Reu‘bén-ites, and
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the Gad<tes, and of the half tribe of Md-nis’séh, with all
manner of instruments of war for the battle, an hundred and
twenty thousand.
38 All these men of war, that could keep rank, came with a
perfect heart to Hé“brén, to make Da‘vid king over all 15‘ra-gl:
and all the rest also of 13°ra-&l were of one heart to make Da‘vid
king.
39 And there they were with Da‘vid three days, eating and
drinking: for their brethren had prepared for them.
40 Moreover they that were nigh them, even unto Is’sa-char
and Z&-bii‘liin and Niph-ta-li, brought bread on asses, and on
camels, and on mules, and on oxen, and meat, meal, cakes of
figs, and bunches of raisins, and wine, and oil, and oxen, and
sheep abundantly: for there was joy in 15‘ra-&l.
CHAPTER 13

ND Da‘vid consulted with the captains of thousands and

hundreds, and with every leader.
2 And Da‘vid said unto all the congregation of 15‘ra-&l, If it seem
good unto you, and that it be of the LORD our God, let us send
abroad unto our brethren every where, that are left in all the
land of 15“ra-¢l, and with them also to the priests and L&-vites
which are in their cities and suburbs, that they may gather
themselves unto us:
3 And let us bring again the ark of our God to us: for we
inquired not at it in the days of Saul.
4 And all the congregation said that they would do so: for the
thing was right in the eyes of all the people.
5So Da‘vid gathered all 1‘ra-&l together, from Shi‘hér of
E‘gypt even unto the entering of He“math, to bring the ark of
God from Kir4jath-jé<a-rim.
6 And Da‘vid went up, and all 1s‘ra-&l, to Ba‘a-lah, that is, to
Kir4jath-jé“a-rim, which belonged to Jid“ah, to bring up thence
the ark of God the LorD, that dwelleth between the chérZa-bims,
whose name is called on it.
7 And they carried the ark of God in a new cart out of the house
of A-bin’4-ddb: and Uz‘zd and A-hi’6 drave the cart.
8 And Da‘vid and all T§“ra-&l played before God with all their
might, and with singing, and with harps, and with psalteries,
and with timbrels, and with cymbals, and with trumpets.
9 9 And when they came unto the threshingfloor of Chi‘ddn,
Uz?z4 put forth his hand to hold the ark; for the oxen stumbled.
10 And the anger of the LoRD was kindled against Uz‘z4, and he
smote him, because he put his hand to the ark: and there he
died before God.
11 And Da’vid was displeased, because the LorD had made a
breach upon Uz’zd: wherefore that place is called P&‘réz-iiz’za
to this day.
12 And Da‘vid was afraid of God that day, saying, How shall T
bring the ark of God home to me?
13 So Da“vid brought not the ark home to himself to the city of
Da’vid, but carried it aside into the house of 0‘b&d-&‘dom the
Git’tite.
14 And the ark of God remained with the family of 0‘b&d-
&Zdom in his house three months. And the LorD blessed the
house of 0‘b&d-&dom, and all that he had.

CHAPTER 14

ow Hi‘rdm king of Tyre sent messengers to Da‘vid, and

timber of cedars, with masons and carpenters, to build
him an house.
2 And Da‘vid perceived that the LorD had confirmed him king
over 15ra-&l, for his kingdom was lifted up on high, because of
his people 1$“ra-&l.
3 9 And Da‘vid took more wives at Jé-rii‘sd-18m: and Da‘vid
begat more sons and daughters.

4 Now these are the names of his children which he had in
Jé-rii‘sa-Iém; Sham‘mi-3, and Sho‘bab, Na‘thin, and
S3l<8-mon,
5 And Tb’hir, and E-li’shi-4, and Elpa-lét,
6 And No-géh, and Néph-&g, and Ja-phi-a,
7 And E-li‘sha-mi, and Bee-li“4-d4, and E-liphZa-1ét.
8 0 And when the Phil4s-tines heard that Da‘vid was anointed
king over all 1§‘ra-&l, all the Phil‘is-tines went up to seek
Da‘vid. And Da’vid heard of it, and went out against them.
9 And the Phil“is-tine$ came and spread themselves in the
valley of Réph-a-im.
10 And Da‘vid inquired of God, saying, Shall I go up against the
Phil‘is-tines? and wilt thou deliver them into mine hand? And
the LorD said unto him, Go up; for I will deliver them into thine
hand.
11 So they came up to Ba‘al-pé-ra‘zim; and Da‘vid smote them
there. Then Da‘vid said, God hath broken in upon mine
enemies by mine hand like the breaking forth of waters:
therefore they called the name of that place BaZal-pé-ra‘zim.
12 And when they had left their gods there, Da‘vid gave a
commandment, and they were burned with fire.
13 And the Phil“is-tine$ yet again spread themselves abroad in
the valley.
14 Therefore Da‘vid inquired again of God; and God said unto
him, Go not up after them; turn away from them, and come
upon them over against the mulberry trees.
15 And it shall be, when thou shalt hear a sound of going in the
tops of the mulberry trees, that then thou shalt go out to battle:
for God is gone forth before thee to smite the host of the
Phil“is-tines.
16 Da‘vid therefore did as God commanded him: and they
smote the host of the Phil‘is-tines from GibZ8-on even to
Ga‘zér.
17 And the fame of DaZvid went out into all lands; and the LorD
brought the fear of him upon all nations.
CHAPTER 15

ND Da‘vid made him houses in the city of Da‘vid, and

prepared a place for the ark of God, and pitched for it a
tent.
2 Then Da‘vid said, None ought to carry the ark of God but the
Levites: for them hath the LorD chosen to carry the ark of
God, and to minister unto him for ever.
3 And Da‘vid gathered all 1§°ra-&l together to J&-rii’sa-1ém, to
bring up the ark of the LoRD unto his place, which he had
prepared for it.
4 And Da‘vid assembled the children of Aa‘ron, and the
Le-vites:
5 Of the sons of K6Zhith; UZri-&l the chief, and his brethren an
hundred and twenty:
6 Of the sons of M&-rar<i; A-saiZih the chief, and his brethren
two hundred and twenty:
7 Of the sons of GérZshom; Jo%él the chief, and his brethren an
hundred and thirty:
8 Of the sons of E-li-za‘phin; Shém-aizih the chief, and his
brethren two hundred:
9 Of the sons of Hebron; E-liZé
fourscore:
10 Of the sons of UzZzi-8l; Am-minZa-dib the chief, and his
brethren an hundred and twelve.
11 And Da-vid called for Za“dok and A-bi“a-thir the priests, and
for the L&“vites, for U’ri-&l, A-sai“ah, and J6-8l, Shém-ai‘ah, and
E-1iZ8], and Am-minZ3-dib,
12 And said unto them, Ye are the chief of the fathers of the
Lé“vites: sanctify yourselves, both ye and your brethren, that ye

| the chief, and his brethren



may bring up the ark of the LorD God of 1§‘ra-&l unto the place
that T have prepared for it.

13 For because ye did it not at the first, the LOrRD our God made
a breach upon us, for that we sought him not after the due
order.

14 So the priests and the Lé?vites sanctified themselves to
bring up the ark of the LORD God of 1$‘ra-¢&l.

15 And the children of the Lé“vites bare the ark of God upon
their shoulders with the staves thereon, as MoZ$8$ commanded
according to the word of the LoRD.

16 And Da‘vid spake to the chief of the Le-vites to appoint their

brethren to be the singers with instruments of musick,

psalteries and harps and cymbals, sounding, by lifting up the
voice with joy.
17 So the L&vites appointed Hé“man the son of J6-él; and of his
brethren, A’sdph the son of Bér-é-chi‘ah; and of the sons of
M&-rér-i their brethren, E‘thdn the son of Kii-shaiZah;
18 And with them their brethren of the second degree,
Z&ch-a-ri“dh, Bén, and Ja-a‘zi-¢€l, and Shé-mi‘ra-moth, and
Jé-hiZél, and Un’ni, E-li?4b, and Bé&-nai’ aizh, and Ma-d-sei~ eiZah,
and Mait-ti-thi‘dh, and E-liph‘é-1éh, and Mik-nei‘dh, and
O‘béd-&-dom, and Jé-i“€l, the porters.
19 So the singers, Hé“man, A‘sdph, and E‘thin, were appointed
to sound with cymbals of brass;
20 And Z&ch-a-ri‘dh, and A‘zi-¢€l, and Shé-mi‘rd-méth, and
Je-hi‘el, and Un‘ni, and E-li‘ab, and Ma-i-seizgh, and
B&-naiZih, with psalteries on Al“4-math;
21 And Mat-ti-thi-dh, and E-liph-é-leh, and Mik- -neizsh, and
0’béd-&*dom, and Jé-i%él, and Az-4-zi“ah, with harps on the
Shém-in-ith to excel.
22 And Chén-3-ni‘h, chief of the L&vites, was for song: he
instructed about the song, because he was skilful.
23 And Bér-é-chi“h and El-ka‘nih were doorkeepers for the
ark.
24 And Shéb-a-ni“dh, and Jé-hosh-d-phdt, and Néth-a- -neel, and
A-maZsai, and Z&ch-3-riZsh, and B&-naiah, and E1-i-&/zér, the
priests, did blow with the trumpets before the ark of God: and
0‘béd-&‘dom and J&-hidh were doorkeepers for the ark.
25 q So Da‘vid, and the elders of 1$‘ra-¢l, and the captains over
thousands, went to bring up the ark of the covenant of the
LoRD out of the house of 0-b&d-&-dom with joy.
26 And it came to pass, when God helped the Lé*vites that bare
the ark of the covenant of the LORD, that they offered seven
bullocks and seven rams.
27 And DaZvid was clothed with a robe of fine linen, and all the
Lé‘vites that bare the ark, and the singers, and Chén-a-ni‘dh
the master of the song with the singers: Da“vid also had upon
him an &’phdd of linen.
28 Thus all 15‘ra-&l brought up the ark of the covenant of the
LorD with shouting, and with sound of the cornet, and with
trumpets, and with cymbals, making a noise with psalteries
and harps.
29 9 And it came to pass, as the ark of the covenant of the LORD
came to the city of DaZvid, that MiZchil the daughter of Saul
looking out at a window saw king Da’vid dancing and playing:
and she despised him in her heart.
CHAPTER 16

o they brought the ark of God, and set it in the midst of the

tent that Da‘vid had pitched for it: and they offered burnt
sacrifices and peace offerings before God.
2 And when Da‘vid had made an end of offering the burnt
offerings and the peace offerings, he blessed the people in the
name of the LORD.
3 And he dealt to every one of 1$°ra-&l, both man and woman,
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to every one a loaf of bread, and a good piece of flesh, and a
flagon of wine.

4 9 And he appointed certain of the L&Zvites to minister before
the ark of the LorD, and to record, and to thank and praise the
LORD God of 15°ra-&l:

5 A’saph the chief, and next to him Z&ch-a-ri‘dh, Jé-i%&l, and
Sh&-mi‘ra-moth, and J&-hi‘él, and Mat-ti-thi‘ah, and E-li“ab,
and Bé&-nai‘dh, and O‘béd-&-dom: and Jé-1-€l with psalteries
and with harps; but A’saph made a sound with cymbals;

6 Bé-naizah also and Ji-ha‘zi-&l the priests with trumpets
continually before the ark of the covenant of God.

7 4 Then on that day Da‘vid delivered first this psalm to thank
the LorD into the hand of AZsdph and his brethren.

8 Give thanks unto the Lorbp, call upon his name, make known
his deeds among the people.

9 Sing unto him, sing psalms unto him, talk ye of all his
wondrous works.

10 Glory ye in his holy name: let the heart of them rejoice that
seek the LORD.

11 Seek the LoRD and his strength, seek his face continually.
12 Remember his marvellous works that he hath done, his
wonders, and the judgments of his mouth;

13 O ye seed of 15“ra-¢l his servant, ye children of Ja‘cob, his
chosen ones.

14 He is the LORD our God,; his judgments are in all the earth.
15 Be ye mindful always of his covenant; the word which he
commanded to a thousand generations;

16 Even of the covenant which he made with A‘brd-hdm, and of
his oath unto I“$aac;

17 And hath confirmed the same to Ja‘cob for a law, and to
1$‘ra-&l for an everlasting covenant,

18 Saying, Unto thee will I give the land of Ca‘nd-dn, the lot of
your inheritance;

19 When ye were but few, even a few, and strangers in it.

20 And when they went from nation to nation, and from one
kingdom to another people;

21 He suffered no man to do them wrong: yea, he reproved
kings for their sakes,

22 Saying, Touch not mine anointed, and do my prophets no
harm.

23 Sing unto the LoRD, all the earth; shew forth from day to day
his salvation.

24 Declare his glory among the heathen; his marvellous works
among all nations.

25 For great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised: he also is to
be feared above all gods.

26 For all the gods of the people are idols: but the LORD made
the heavens.

27 Glory and honour are in his presence; strength and gladness
are in his place.

28 Give unto the LorD, ye kindreds of the people, give unto the
LoRD glory and strength.

29 Give unto the LoRD the glory due unto his name: bring an
offering, and come before him: worship the LorD in the beauty
of holiness.

30 Fear before him, all the earth: the world also shall be stable,
that it be not moved.

31 Let the heavens be glad, and let the earth rejoice: and let men
say among the nations, The LORD reigneth.

32 Let the sea roar, and the fulness thereof: let the fields
rejoice, and all that is therein.

33 Then shall the trees of the wood sing out at the presence of
the LorD, because he cometh to judge the earth.

34 O give thanks unto the LorD; for he is good; for his mercy
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endureth for ever.
35 And say ye, Save us, O God of our salvation, and gather us
together, and deliver us from the heathen, that we may give
thanks to thy holy name, and glory in thy praise.
36 Blessed be the LORD God of 15°ra-¢&l for ever and ever. And all
the people said, A°’mén, and praised the LORD.
37 9 So he left there before the ark of the covenant of the LorRD
AZsdph and his brethren, to minister before the ark continually,
as every day’s work required:
38 And O‘b&d-&‘dom with their brethren, threescore and eight;
0‘béd-édom also the son of Jé-du‘thiin and Ho%s3h to be
porters:
39 And Za“dak the priest, and his brethren the priests, before
the tabernacle of the LorD in the high place that was at
GibZ8-on,
40 To offer burnt offerings unto the LORD upon the altar of the
burnt offering continually morning and evening, and to do
according to all that is written in the law of the LorD, which he
commanded 1$%ra-&l;
41 And with them Hé‘min and Jé-di‘thiin, and the rest that
were chosen, who were expressed by name, to give thanks to
the LorD, because his mercy endureth for ever;
42 And with them Hé?mdn and J&-du‘thiin with trumpets and
cymbals for those that should make a sound, and with musical
instruments of God. And the sons of Jé-dG‘thiin were porters.
43 And all the people departed every man to his house: and
Da‘vid returned to bless his house.
CHAPTER 17

Now it came to pass, as Da‘vid sat in his house, that Da‘vid

said to Na‘thidn the prophet, Lo, I dwell in an house of
cedars, but the ark of the covenant of the LORD remaineth
under curtains.
2 Then Na‘thin said unto DaZvid, Do all that is in thine heart;
for God is with thee.
39 And it came to pass the same night, that the word of God
came to Na‘thdn, saying,
4 Go and tell Da‘vid my servant, Thus saith the LorD, Thou
shalt not build me an house to dwell in:
5 For I have not dwelt in an house since the day that I brought
up 18‘ra-&l unto this day; but have gone from tent to tent, and
from one tabernacle to another.
6 Wheresoever I have walked with all 1$‘ra-&l, spake I a word to
any of the judges of 1$‘ra-&l, whom I commanded to feed my
people, saying, Why have ye not built me an house of cedars?
7 Now therefore thus shalt thou say unto my servant Da‘vid,
Thus saith the LORD of hosts, I took thee from the sheepcote,
even from following the sheep, that thou shouldest be ruler
over my people 13°ra-&l:
8 And I have been with thee whithersoever thou hast walked,
and have cut off all thine enemies from before thee, and have
made thee a name like the name of the great men that are in the
earth.
9 Also I will ordain a place for my people 1$‘ra-¢l, and will plant
them, and they shall dwell in their place, and shall be moved no
more; neither shall the children of wickedness waste them any
more, as at the beginning,
10 And since the time that I commanded judges to be over my
people 15‘ra-&l. Moreover I will subdue all thine enemies.
Furthermore I tell thee that the LorD will build thee an house.
11 q And it shall come to pass, when thy days be expired that
thou must go to be with thy fathers, that I will raise up thy seed
after thee, which shall be of thy sons; and I will establish his
kingdom.
12 He shall build me an house, and I will stablish his throne for

ever,
13 I will be his father, and he shall be my son: and I will not take
my mercy away from him, as I took it from him that was before
thee:
14 But I will settle him in mine house and in my kingdom for
ever: and his throne shall be established for evermore.
15 According to all these words, and according to all this vision,
so did Na‘than speak unto Da‘vid.
16 9 And Da’vid the king came and sat before the LorD, and
said, Who am I, 0 LorRD God, and what is mine house, that thou
hast brought me hitherto?
17 And yet this was a small thing in thine eyes, O God,; for thou
hast also spoken of thy servant’s house for a great while to
come, and hast regarded me according to the estate of a man of
high degree, O LorD God.
18 What can Da‘vid speak more to thee for the honour of thy
servant? for thou knowest thy servant.
19 O LORD, for thy servant’s sake, and according to thine own
heart, hast thou done all this greatness, in making known all
these great things.
20 O LORD, there is none like thee, neither is there any God beside
thee, according to all that we have heard with our ears.
21 And what one nation in the earth is like thy people 1§‘ra-¢l,
whom God went to redeem to be his own people, to make thee
a name of greatness and terribleness, by driving out nations
from before thy people, whom thou hast redeemed out of
E“gypt?
22 For thy people 1$°ra-&l didst thou make thine own people for
ever; and thou, LORD, becamest their God.
23 Therefore now, LORD, let the thing that thou hast spoken
concerning thy servant and concerning his house be
established for ever, and do as thou hast said.
24 Let it even be established, that thy name may be magnified
for ever, saying, The LORD of hosts is the God of 1§°ra-&l, even a
God to 13‘ra-&l: and let the house of Da‘vid thy servant be
established before thee.
25 For thou, O my God, hast told thy servant that thou wilt
build him an house: therefore thy servant hath found in his
heart to pray before thee.
26 And now, LORD, thou art God, and hast promised this
goodness unto thy servant:
27 Now therefore let it please thee to bless the house of thy
servant, that it may be before thee for ever: for thou blessest, O
LORD, and it shall be blessed for ever.
CHAPTER 18

ow after this it came to pass, that Da‘vid smote the

Phil4s-tines, and subdued them, and took Gath and her
towns out of the hand of the Phil“is-tines.
2 And he smote MoZ3db; and the MoZdb-ites became DaZvid’s
servants, and brought gifts.
39 And Da’vid smote Had-3-ré‘zér king of Zd‘bdh unto
Ha‘math, as he went to stablish his dominion by the river
Eu-phra‘tes.
4 And Da?vid took from him a thousand chariots, and seven
thousand horsemen, and twenty thousand footmen: Da‘vid
also houghed all the chariot horses, but reserved of them an
hundred chariots.
5And when the Syrii-dns of D3-mds‘clis came to help
Had-a-ré‘zér king of Z6-bdh, Da‘vid slew of the Syr-i-dns two
and twenty thousand men.
6 Then Da‘vid put garrisons in Syrii-d-di-mas‘ciis; and the
Syr4i-dns became Da‘vid’s servants, and brought gifts. Thus the
LoRD preserved Da‘vid whithersoever he went.
7 And Da‘vid took the shields of gold that were on the servants



of Had-a-rézér, and brought them to J&-r{i‘s3-1ém.
8 Likewise from Tib‘hith, and from Chiin, cities of
Had-3-ré’zér, brought Da‘vid very much brass, wherewith
S616-mon made the brasen sea, and the pillars, and the vessels
of brass.
9 9 Now when To40 king of Ha’math heard how Da‘vid had
smitten all the host of Had-a-re“zér king of Z5-bah;
10 He sent Ha-d6r“am his son to king Da‘vid, to inquire of his
welfare, and to congratulate him, because he had fought
against Had-3-ré z&r, and smitten him; (for Hid-d-ré‘zér had
war with T6-G;) and with him all manner of vessels of gold and
silver and brass.
11 9 Them also king Da‘vid dedicated unto the LorD, with the
silver and the gold that he brought from all these nations; from
EZdom, and from M5-3b, and from the children of Am?mon, and
from the Philis-tines, and from Am-Za-18k.
12 Moreover AbZi-shai the son of Zér-Gi-i‘dh slew of the
E‘dom-ites in the valley of salt eighteen thousand.
13 9 And he put garrisons in E‘dom; and all the E‘dom-ites
became Da‘vid’s servants. Thus the LORD preserved Da‘vid
whithersoever he went.
14 4 So Da‘vid reigned over all 1§‘ra-&l, and executed judgment
and justice among all his people.
15 And Jo%db the son of Zér-u-1°Zh was over the host; and
J&-hosh’d-phit the son of A-hiliid, recorder.
16 And Z3-ddk the son of A-hi‘tiib, and A-bimZ&-1&ch the son of
A-bi‘a-thir, were the priests; and Shav-sha was scribe;
17 And Bé-naizgh the son of J&-hoiZd-di was over the
Chér’8-thites and the P8l&-thites; and the sons of DaZvid were
chief about the king.
CHAPTER 19

NOW it came to pass after this, that Na‘hash the king of the

children of Am‘mon died, and his son reigned in his
stead.
2 And David said, I will shew kindness unto Ha‘niin the son of
Na‘hdsh, because his father shewed kindness to me. And
Da‘vid sent messengers to comfort him concerning his father.
So the servants of David came into the land of the children of
Am’mon to Ha’niin, to comfort him.
3 But the princes of the children of Am‘mon said to Ha’ntin,
Thinkest thou that Da‘vid doth honour thy father, that he hath
sent comforters unto thee? are not his servants come unto thee
for to search, and to overthrow, and to spy out the land?
4 Wherefore HaZntin took DaZvid’s servants, and shaved them,
and cut off their garments in the midst hard by their buttocks,
and sent them away.
5 Then there went certain, and told DaZvid how the men were
served. And he sent to meet them: for the men were greatly
ashamed. And the king said, Tarry at JérZi-cho until your
beards be grown, and then return. o
6 9 And when the children of Am‘mon saw that they had made
themselves odious to Da‘vid, Ha’nlin and the children of
AmZmon sent a thousand talents of silver to hire them chariots
and horsemen out of Més-6-pd-ta‘mi-3, and out of Syri-d-
ma‘ad-chah, and out of Zo°bih.
7 So they hired thirty and two thousand chariots, and the king
of Ma‘d-chih and his people; who came and pitched before
MéZdé-ba. And the children of Am‘mon gathered themselves
together from their cities, and came to battle.
8 And when Da‘vid heard of it, he sent J62db, and all the host of
the mighty men.
9 And the children of Am‘mon came out, and put the battle in
array before the gate of the city: and the kings that were come
were by themselves in the field.
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10 Now when Jo%db saw that the battle was set against him
before and behind, he chose out of all the choice of I§“ra-&l, and
put them in array against the Syr-i-dns.
11 And the rest of the people he delivered unto the hand of
AbZi-shai his brother, and they set themselves in array against
the children of Am“mon.
12 And he said, If the Syr-i-dns be too strong for me, then thou
shalt help me: but if the children of Am’mon be too strong for
thee, then I will help thee.
13 Be of good courage, and let us behave ourselves valiantly for
our people, and for the cities of our God: and let the LorD do
that which is good in his sight.
14 S0 J5%db and the people that were with him drew nigh before
the Syr<i-dns unto the battle; and they fled before him.
15 And when the children of Am‘mon saw that the Syr<i-ans
were fled, they likewise fled before Abi-shai his brother, and
entered into the city. Then J6-3b came to Jé-r(i’sa-lém.
16 9 And when the Syrfi-dns saw that they were put to the
worse before 1$°ra-¢l, they sent messengers, and drew forth the
Syrii-dns that were beyond the river: and ShoZphich the
captain of the host of Hid-3-rézér went before them.
17 And it was told Da’vid; and he gathered all 1§’ra-él, and
passed over Jor‘dan, and came upon them, and set the battle in
array against them. So when Da‘vid had put the battle in array
against the Syri-dns, they fought with him.
18 But the Syr-i-ans fled before 15°ra-&l; and Da‘vid slew of the
Syri-dns seven thousand men which fought in chariots, and
forty thousand footmen, and killed Sha“phich the captain of
the host. o
19 And when the servants of Hid-a-réZzér saw that they were
put to the worse before 15‘ra-¢l, they made peace with Da‘vid,
and became his servants: neither would the Syr“i-ans help the
children of Am?mon any more.
CHAPTER 20

ND it came to pass, that after the year was expired, at the

time that kings go out to battle, J6“db led forth the power
of the army, and wasted the country of the children of
Am’mon, and came and besieged Rab-bzh. But Da‘vid tarried
at J&-r(i‘sa-lém. And J56-db smote Rab‘bih, and destroyed it.
2 And Da*vid took the crown of their king from off his head,
and found it to weigh a talent of gold, and there were precious
stones in it; and it was set upon Da‘vid’s head: and he brought
also exceeding much spoil out of the city.
3 And he brought out the people that were in it, and cut them
with saws, and with harrows of iron, and with axes. Even so
dealt DaZvid with all the cities of the children of Am‘mon. And
Da’vid and all the people returned to J&-ri‘sa-lém.
4 9 And it came to pass after this, that there arose war at G&“zér
with the Phil4s-tines; at which time Sib’b&-chai the
Hiish 4-thite slew Sip“pa-i, that was of the children of the giant:
and they were subdued.
5 And there was war again with the Phil“s-tines; and El-ha‘nan
the son of Jair slew Lih‘mi the brother of Go-li“dth the
Git‘tite, whose spear staff was like a weaver’s beam.
6 And yet again there was war at Gith, where was a man of great
stature, whose fingers and toes were four and twenty, six on
each hand, and six on each foot: and he also was the son of the
giant.
7 But when he defied 1‘ra-él, JonZi-thin the son of ShimZé-a
Da‘vid’s brother slew him.
8 These were born unto the giant in Gith; and they fell by the
hand of Da’vid, and by the hand of his servants.
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CHAPTER 21

ND Sa‘tdn stood up against 1$°ra-&l, and provoked Da‘vid

to number 13°ra-&l.
2 And Da“vid said to J6-ab and to the rulers of the people, Go,
number 1§°ra-&l from Beer-shé‘bd even to Din; and bring the
number of them to me, that I may know it.
3 And J6db answered, The LORD make his people an hundred
times so many more as they be: but, my lord the king, are they
not all my lord’s servants? why then doth my lord require this
thing? why will he be a cause of trespass to 13-ra-&l?
4 Nevertheless the king’s word prevailed against Jo“db.
Wherefore J6“db departed, and went throughout all 1§‘ra-¢l,
and came to Jé-ri‘s3-1ém.
59 And J62ab gave the sum of the number of the people unto
Da‘vid. And all they of 1$°ra-&l were a thousand thousand and an
hundred thousand men that drew sword: and Jiid“dh was four
hundred threescore and ten thousand men that drew sword.
6 But Lé“vi and Bén-jad-min counted he not among them: for the
king’s word was abominable to J6Zab.
7 And God was displeased with this thing; therefore he smote
Is‘ra-gl.
8 And Da’vid said unto God, I have sinned greatly, because I
have done this thing: but now, I beseech thee, do away the
iniquity of thy servant; for I have done very foolishly.
9 9 And the LoRD spake unto Gid, Da“vid’s seer, saying,
10 Go and tell Da%vid, saying, Thus saith the LoRD, I offer thee
three things: choose thee one of them, that I may do it unto
thee.
11 So Gad came to Da’vid, and said unto him, Thus saith the
LORD, Choose thee
12 Either three years’ famine; or three months to be destroyed
before thy foes, while that the sword of thine enemies over-
taketh thee; or else three days the sword of the LORD, even the
pestilence, in the land, and the angel of the LORD destroying
throughout all the coasts of 13“ra-&l. Now therefore advise thy-
self what word I shall bring again to him that sent me.
13 And Da‘vid said unto Gid, I am in a great strait: let me fall
now into the hand of the LorD; for very great are his mercies:
but let me not fall into the hand of man.
14 q So the LORD sent pestilence upon 15‘ra-&l: and there fell of
1$‘ra-&l seventy thousand men.
15 And God sent an angel unto Jé-ri‘sa-1ém to destroy it: and
as he was destroying, the LORD beheld, and he repented him of
the evil, and said to the angel that destroyed, It is enough, stay
now thine hand. And the angel of the LORD stood by the
threshingfloor of Or’nin the J&b“G-site.
16 And Da“vid lifted up his eyes, and saw the angel of the LOrRD
stand between the earth and the heaven, having a drawn sword
in his hand stretched out over Jé-ri’sa-1ém. Then Da‘vid and
the elders of I$°ra-¢l, who were clothed in sackcloth, fell upon
their faces.
17 And Da‘vid said unto God, Is it not I that commanded the
people to be numbered? even I it is that have sinned and done
evil indeed; but as for these sheep, what have they done? let
thine hand, I pray thee, O LORD my God, be on me, and on my
father’s house; but not on thy people, that they should be
plagued.
18 9 Then the angel of the LORD commanded Gad to say to
Da‘vid, that Da‘vid should go up, and set up an altar unto the
LORD in the threshingfloor of Or‘nin the J&b-i-site.
19 And Da‘vid went up at the saying of Gad, which he spake in
the name of the LorD.
20 And Or‘nan turned back, and saw the angel; and his four
sons with him hid themselves. Now Or‘nin was threshing

wheat.
21 And as DaZvid came to Orinin, Orinin looked and saw
Da’vid, and went out of the threshingfloor, and bowed himself
to Da‘vid with his face to the ground.
22 Then Da’vid said to Or‘nin, Grant me the place of this
threshingfloor, that I may build an altar therein unto the LorD:
thou shalt grant it me for the full price: that the plague may be
stayed from the people.
23 And Or‘nin said unto Da‘vid, Take it to thee, and let my lord
the king do that which is good in his eyes: lo, I give thee the oxen
also for burnt offerings, and the threshing instruments for
wood, and the wheat for the meat offering; I give it all.
24 And king Da’vid said to Or‘nin, Nay; but I will verily buy it
for the full price: for I will not take that which is thine for the
LORD, nor offer burnt offerings without cost.
25 So Da‘vid gave to Or‘nin for the place six hundred she‘kéls
of gold by weight.
26 And Da’vid built there an altar unto the LoRD, and offered
burnt offerings and peace offerings, and called upon the LorD;
and he answered him from heaven by fire upon the altar of
burnt offering.
27 And the LORD commanded the angel; and he put up his
sword again into the sheath thereof.
28 At that time when Da‘vid saw that the LorD had answered
him in the threshingfloor of Or‘nin the J&b-ii-$ite, then he
sacrificed there.
29 For the tabernacle of the LorRD, which Mo2$8$ made in the
wilderness, and the altar of the burnt offering, were at that
season in the high place at Gib&-on.
30 But Da*vid could not go before it to inquire of God: for he
was afraid because of the sword of the angel of the Lorp.
CHAPTER 22

HEN Da’vid said, This is the house of the LorD God, and

this is the altar of the burnt offering for Is‘ra-&l.
2 And Da‘vid commanded to gather together the strangers that
were in the land of 13ra-&l; and he set masons to hew wrought
stones to build the house of God.
3 And Da‘vid prepared iron in abundance for the nails for the
doors of the gates, and for the joinings; and brass in abundance
without weight;
4 Also cedar trees in abundance: for the Zi-d6-ni-dns and they
of Tyre brought much cedar wood to Da‘vid.
5 And Da’vid said, S61°3-mon my son is young and tender, and
the house that is to be builded for the LORD must be exceeding
magnifical, of fame and of glory throughout all countries: I will
therefore now make preparation for it. So Da‘vid prepared
abundantly before his death.
6 9 Then he called for $51°6-mon his son, and charged him to
build an house for the LorD God of 1$“ra-¢l.
7 And Da‘vid said to S61°6-mon, My son, as for me, it was in my
mind to build an house unto the name of the LorRD my God:
8 But the word of the LORD came to me, saying, Thou hast shed
blood abundantly, and hast made great wars: thou shalt not
build an house unto my name, because thou hast shed much
blood upon the earth in my sight.
9 Behold, a son shall be born to thee, who shall be a man of rest;
and I will give him rest from all his enemies round about: for
his name shall be S&1°6-mon, and 1 will give peace and
quietness unto 15ra-&l in his days.
10 He shall build an house for my name; and he shall be my son,
and I will be his father; and I will establish the throne of his
kingdom over 1§‘ra-gl for ever.
11 Now, my son, the LORD be with thee; and prosper thou, and
build the house of the LorD thy God, as he hath said of thee.



12 Only the LorD give thee wisdom and understanding, and
give thee charge concerning 1§‘ra-&l, that thou mayest keep the
law of the LorD thy God.
13 Then shalt thou prosper, if thou takest heed to fulfil the
statutes and judgments which the LorD charged M&-5é$ with
concerning 1$°ra-&l: be strong, and of good courage; dread not,
nor be dismayed.
14 Now, behold, in my trouble I have prepared for the house of
the LorRD an hundred thousand talents of gold, and a thousand
thousand talents of silver; and of brass and iron without
weight; for it is in abundance: timber also and stone have I
prepared; and thou mayest add thereto.
15 Moreover there are workmen with thee in abundance,
hewers and workers of stone and timber, and all manner of
cunning men for every manner of work.
16 Of the gold, the silver, and the brass, and the iron, there is no
number. Arise therefore, and be doing, and the LORD be with
thee.
17 4 Da‘vid also commanded all the princes of 1s‘ra-&l to help
S618-mon his son, saying,
18 Is not the LORD your God with you? and hath he not given
you rest on every side? for he hath given the inhabitants of the
land into mine hand; and the land is subdued before the LoRrD,
and before his people.
19 Now set your heart and your soul to seek the LorD your God,
arise therefore, and build ye the sanctuary of the LorD God, to
bring the ark of the covenant of the LorD, and the holy vessels
of God, into the house that is to be built to the name of the
LORD.
CHAPTER 23

0 when Da’vid was old and full of days, he made S61“6-mon

his son king over 1$‘ra-&l.
2 9 And he gathered together all the princes of 13“ra-&l, with
the priests and the Lé“vites.
3 Now the Lé“vites were numbered from the age of thirty years
and upward: and their number by their polls, man by man, was
thirty and eight thousand.
4 Of which, twenty and four thousand were to set forward the
work of the house of the LorD; and six thousand were officers
and judges:

6 And David divided them into courses among the sons of
Lévi, namely, Gér‘shon, K6“hadth, and Mé-rar-.

9 The sons of ShimZ8-1; Shé-16°mith, and Haz’i-&l, and Ha‘ran,
three. These were the chlef of the fathers of La‘3-dan.
10 And the sons of Shim-&-1 were, Ja‘hith, Zi‘nd, and Jé-tish, and
Bé-ri‘dh. These four were the sons of Shim?&-i.
11 And Ja‘hith was the chief, and Zi‘zdh the second: but Jé-tish
and Bé-ri‘dh had not many sons; therefore they were in one
reckoning, according to their father’s house.
129 The sons of Ko‘hith; Am’rim, 1zZhir, HeZbrdn, and
Uz:zi-él, four. R ,\
13 The sons of AmZrim; Aa‘ron and Mo258s: and Aa‘ron was
separated, that he should sanctify the most holy things, he and
his sons for ever, to burn incense before the LORD, to minister
unto him, and to bless in his name for ever.
14 Now concernmg MOoZ$8s the man of God, his sons were named
of the tribe of L&“vi.
15 The sons of M558 were, Gérshdm, and El-1-8-zér.
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16 Of the sons of G&rZshém, Shé-btZ8l was the chief.
17 And the sons of El-1-82z&r were, Re-ha-biZdh the chief, And
El-1-82z&r had none other sons; but the sons of Re-hi-biih
were very many.
18 Of the sons of IzZhér; Shé-16-mith the chief.
19 Of the sons of H& brdn; Jé-rizdh the first, Am-3-ri‘ah the
second, J3-ha’zi-&l the third, and J&-kam-‘&-dm the fourth.
20 Of the sons of Uz/zi-&l; MiZchih the first, and Jé-siZih the
second. -
21 q The sons of Mé-rar<1; Mah’li, and Mi‘shi. The sons of
Mah-li; El-e-3Zz4r, and Kish.
22 And El-&-a‘zdr died, and had no sons, but daughters: and
their brethren the sons of Kish took them.
23 The sons of Mii“shi; Mdh-li, and E-dér, and Jér-é-moth, three.
24 { These were the sons of L&‘vi after the house of their
fathers; even the chief of the fathers, as they were counted by
number of names by their polls, that did the work for the
service of the house of the LoRD, from the age of twenty years
and upward.
25 For Da“vid said, The LORD God of 1$‘ra-&l hath given rest
unto his people, that they may dwell in J&-r(i“s3-1ém for ever:
26 And also unto the Lé*vites; they shall no more carry the
tabernacle, nor any vessels of it for the service thereof.
27 For by the last words of Da‘vid the L&-vites were numbered
from twenty years old and above:
28 Because their office was to wait on the sons of Aa‘ron for the
service of the house of the LORD, in the courts, and in the
chambers, and in the purifying of all holy things, and the work
of the service of the house of God;
29 Both for the shewbread, and for the fine flour for meat
offering, and for the unleavened cakes, and for that which is
baked in the pan, and for that which is fried, and for all manner
of measure and size;
30 And to stand every morning to thank and praise the LORD,
and likewise at even;
31 And to offer all burnt sacrifices unto the LorD in the
sabbaths, in the new moons, and on the set feasts, by number,
according to the order commanded unto them, continually
before the LORD:
32 And that they should keep the charge of the tabernacle of
the congregation, and the charge of the holy place, and the
charge of the sons of Aa‘ron their brethren, in the service of
the house of the LORD.
CHAPTER 24 .

Now  these are the divisions of the sons of Aa“ron. The sons

21 Of the half tribe of M3-nisZseh in GilZ&-3d, 1dZd5 the son of
Z&ch-a-ri“ah: of B&n‘ja-min, Ja-ds4-&l the son of Ab‘nér:
22 Of Din, AzZd-reel the son of J&-ro‘him. These were the
princes of the tribes of 1$ra-&l.
23 9 But Da‘vid took not the number of them from twenty years
old and under: because the LORD had said he would increase
1$%ra-¢l like to the stars of the heavens.
24]0%3b the son of Z&ér-t-1“dh began to number, but he finished
not, because there fell wrath for it against I3‘ra-&l; neither was
the number put in the account of the chronicles of king DaZvid.
25 9 And over the king’s treasures was Az-ma‘véth the son of
AdZ4i-8l: and over the storehouses in the fields, in the cities, and
in the villages, and in the castles, was Jé-hon“3-thin the son of
Uz-zi“4h:
26 And over them that did the work of the field for tillage of the
ground was Ez’ri the son of Ché-liib:
27 And over the vineyards was Shim“&-i the Ra‘math-ite: over
the increase of the vineyards for the wine cellars was Zab-di the
Shiph‘mite:
28 And over the olive trees and the sycomore trees that were in
the low plains was BaZdl-ha‘nan the G&-dé-rite: and over the
cellars of oil was J6“ash:
29 And over the herds that fed in SharZon was Shit-ra‘i the
Shar‘on-ite: and over the herds that were in the valleys was
Sha’phit the son of Ad-1a“t:
30 Over the camels also was Obil the Tsh‘ma-&-lite: and over
the asses was Jéh-deidh the Mé-r6-no-thite:
31 And over the flocks was Ja‘ziz the Hi-gé-rite. All these were
the rulers of the substance which was king DaZvid’s.
32 Also Jon“3-thdn Da‘vid’s uncle was a counseller, a wise man,
and a scribe: and J&-hi%él the son of Hich-ma‘ni was with the
king’s sons: o =N
33 And A-hith’8-phél was the king’s counseller: and Hii’shai
the Ar‘chite was the king’s companion:
34 And after A-hith’5-ph&l was J&-hoi‘a-dd the son of
B&-nai‘dh, and A-bi‘4-thir: and the general of the king’s army
was Jo°3b.
CHAPTER 28 §

AND Da‘vid assembled all the princes of I$‘ra-él, the

princes of the tribes, and the captains of the companies
that ministered to the king by course, and the captains over
the thousands, and captains over the hundreds, and the
stewards over all the substance and possession of the king,
and of his sons, with the officers, and with the mighty men,
and with all the valiant men, unto J&-r(i‘sa-lém.
2 Then Da?vid the king stood up upon his feet, and said, Hear
me, my brethren, and my people: As for me, I had in mine heart
to build an house of rest for the ark of the covenant of the
LORD, and for the footstool of our God, and had made ready for
the building:
3 But God said unto me, Thou shalt not build an house for my

name, because thou hast been a man of war, and hast shed
blood.

4 Howbeit the LOrRD God of 1§‘ra-&l chose me before all the
house of my father to be king over 15‘ra-él for ever: for he hath
chosen J(id“h to be the ruler; and of the house of Jid“3h, the
house of my father; and among the sons of my father he liked
me to make me king over all 1$‘ra-él:

5 And of all my sons, (for the LorD hath given me many sons,)
he hath chosen S61°6-mon my son to sit upon the throne of the
kingdom of the LORD over 3°ra-&l.

6 And he said unto me, $51°6-mon thy son, he shall build my
house and my courts: for I have chosen him to be my son, and I
will be his father.

7 Moreover 1 will establish his kingdom for ever, if he be
constant to do my commandments and my judgments, as at
this day.

8 Now therefore in the sight of all I3‘ra-&l the congregation of
the LoRrD, and in the audience of our God, keep and seek for all
the commandments of the LORD your God: that ye may possess
this good land, and leave it for an inheritance for your children
after you for ever.

9 9 And thou, S6l“5-mon my son, know thou the God of thy
father, and serve him with a perfect heart and with a willing
mind: for the LORD searcheth all hearts, and understandeth all
the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek him, he will be
found of thee; but if thou forsake him, he will cast thee off for
ever,

10 Take heed now; for the LoRD hath chosen thee to build an
house for the sanctuary: be strong, and do it.

11 9 Then Da‘vid gave to S515-mon his son the pattern of the
porch, and of the houses thereof, and of the treasuries thereof,
and of the upper chambers thereof, and of the inner parlours
thereof, and of the place of the mercy seat,

12 And the pattern of all that he had by the spirit, of the courts
of the house of the LorD, and of all the chambers round about,
of the treasuries of the house of God, and of the treasuries of
the dedicated things:

13 Also for the courses of the priests and the Lévites, and for
all the work of the service of the house of the LoRD, and for all
the vessels of service in the house of the LORD.

14 He gave of gold by weight for things of gold, for all
instruments of all manner of service; silver also for all
instruments of silver by weight, for all instruments of every
kind of service:

15 Even the weight for the candlesticks of gold, and for their
lamps of gold, by weight for every candlestick, and for the
lamps thereof: and for the candlesticks of silver by weight, both
for the candlestick, and also for the lamps thereof, according to
the use of every candlestick.

16 And by weight he gave gold for the tables of shewbread, for
every table; and likewise silver for the tables of silver:

17 Also pure gold for the fleshhooks, and the bowls, and the
cups: and for the golden basons he gave gold by weight for every
bason; and likewise silver by weight for every bason of silver:
18 And for the altar of incense refined gold by weight; and gold
for the pattern of the chariot of the chér’a-bims, that spread
out their wings, and covered the ark of the covenant of the
LORD.

19 All this, said Da“vid, the LORD made me understand in writing
by his hand upon me, even all the works of this pattern.

20 And Da“vid said to S818-mon his son, Be strong and of good
courage, and do it: fear not, nor be dismayed: for the LorRD God,
even my God, will be with thee; he will not fail thee, nor forsake
thee, until thou hast finished all the work for the service of the



house of the Lorb.
21 And, behold, the courses of the priests and the L&vites, even
they shall be with thee for all the service of the house of God: and
there shall be with thee for all manner of workmanship every
willing skilful man, for any manner of service: also the princes
and all the people will be wholly at thy commandment.
CHAPTER 29
F URTHERMORE Da‘vid the king said unto all the
congregation, S81°6-mon my son, whom alone God hath
chosen, is yet young and tender, and the work is great: for the
palace is not for man, but for the LORD God.
2 Now I have prepared with all my might for the house of my
God the gold for things to be made of gold, and the silver for
things of silver, and the brass for things of brass, the iron for
things of iron, and wood for things of wood; onyx stones, and
stones to be set, glistering stones, and of divers colours, and all
manner of precious stones, and marble stones in abundance.
3 Moreover, because I have set my affection to the house of my
God, I have of mine own proper good, of gold and silver, which
I have given to the house of my God, over and above all that I
have prepared for the holy house,
4 Even three thousand talents of gold, of the gold of OZphir, and
seven thousand talents of refined silver, to overlay the walls of
the houses withal:
5 The gold for things of gold, and the silver for things of silver,
and for all manner of work to be made by the hands of artificers.
And who then is willing to consecrate his service this day unto
the LorD?
6 9 Then the chief of the fathers and princes of the tribes of
18‘ra-&l, and the captains of thousands and of hundreds, with
the rulers of the king’s work, offered willingly,
7 And gave for the service of the house of God of gold five
thousand talents and ten thousand drams, and of silver ten
thousand talents, and of brass eighteen thousand talents, and
one hundred thousand talents of iron.
8 And they with whom precious stones were found gave them to
the treasure of the house of the LorD, by the hand of Jé-hiél
the GérZshon-ite.
9 Then the people rejoiced, for that they offered willingly,
because with perfect heart they offered willingly to the Lorp:
and Da’vid the king also rejoiced with great joy.
10 Y Wherefore Da‘vid blessed the LorRD before all the
congregation: and Da‘vid said, Blessed be thou, LORD God of
152ra-8l our father, for ever and ever.
11 Thine, O LORD, is the greatness, and the power, and the glory,
and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven
and in the earth is thine; thine is the kingdom, O LorD, and thou
art exalted as head above all.
12 Both riches and honour come of thee, and thou reignest over
all; and in thine hand is power and might; and in thine hand it
is to make great, and to give strength unto all.
13 Now therefore, our God, we thank thee, and praise thy
glorious name.
14 But who am 1, and what is my people, that we should be able
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to offer so willingly after this sort? for all things come of thee,
and of thine own have we given thee.

15 For we are strangers before thee, and sojourners, as were all
our fathers: our days on the earth are as a shadow, and there is
none abiding.

16 O LORD our God, all this store that we have prepared to build
thee an house for thine holy name cometh of thine hand, and is
all thine own.

17 I know also, my God, that thou triest the heart, and hast
pleasure in uprightness. As for me, in the uprightness of mine
heart I have willingly offered all these things: and now have I
seen with joy thy people, which are present here, to offer
willingly unto thee.

18 O LORD God of AZbri-him, I“saac, and of 12ra-&l, our fathers,
keep this for ever in the imagination of the thoughts of the
heart of thy people, and prepare their heart unto thee:

19 And give unto S51“3-mon my son a perfect heart, to keep thy
commandments, thy testimonies, and thy statutes, and to do
all these things, and to build the palace, for the which I have
made provision.

20 9 And Da‘vid said to all the congregation, Now bless the
LORD your God. And all the congregation blessed the LorRD God
of their fathers, and bowed down their heads, and worshipped
the LorD, and the king.

21 And they sacrificed sacrifices unto the LorD, and offered
burnt offerings unto the LoRD, on the morrow after that day,
even a thousand bullocks, a thousand rams, and a thousand
lambs, with their drink offerings, and sacrifices in abundance
for all Ts-ra-&l:

22 And did eat and drink before the LORD on that day with
great gladness. And they made S&16-mon the son of DaZvid
king the second time, and anointed him unto the LORD to be the
chief governor, and Za“dgk to be priest.

23 Then S6lZ6-mon sat on the throne of the LorD as king
instead of Da‘vid his father, and prospered; and all 13 ra-&l
obeyed him.

24 And all the princes, and the mighty men, and all the sons
likewise of king Da‘vid, submitted themselves unto S61°6-mon
the king.

25 And the LORD magnified S51°6-mon exceedingly in the sight
of all 1$‘ra-¢l, and bestowed upon him such royal majesty as had
not been on any king before him in 1$‘ra-&l.

26 9 Thus Da‘vid the son of Jés’sé reigned over all 1s‘ra-¢l.

27 And the time that he reigned over 13“ra-&l was forty years;
seven years reigned he in Hébrdn, and thirty and three years
reigned he in J&-ris3-1ém.

28 And he died in a good old age, full of days, riches, and
honour: and S5126-mon his son reigned in his stead.

29 Now the acts of Da“vid the king, first and last, behold, they
are written in the book of SdmZii-&l the seer, and in the book of
Na‘thin the prophet, and in the book of Gad the seer,

30 With all his reign and his might, and the times that went
over him, and over 1$°ra-gl, and over all the kingdoms of the
countries.
